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Georg Kau, New President of  FEFANA


Brussels 26 September 05. The Board of FEFANA unanimously elected its new President, Georg Kau (DSM Nutritional Products) for the period 2005-2007. He succeeds Jan Poul ten Hove (ADM). Hadden Graham (ABNA) was elected Vice-President and Franz-Josef Schöner (BASF) as Treasurer.

Health (ANH) at DSM Nutritional Products Ltd in Kaiseraugst,
Switzerland has broad experience in the field of Specialty Feeds,
Industrial Premixes and Feed Additives. During his 23 years of professional life he worked for several companies before joining Roche Vitamins in 1989, which was acquired by DSM in 2003. In his capacity as a Board member of FEFANA for the past 4 years he was actively involved in the challenging restructuring process of FEFANA. This process was initiated and successfully completed under the presidency of Jan Poul ten Hove, who will continue as a regular Board member. The transformation went from 10 national Associations and 16 direct Company members to a fully integrated pan-European association. Today the Association has 70 members, including both additives and premixture operators, directly affiliated to FEFANA and its National network. 

“The main reason for this strategic move was to enhance overall lobbying activities at all levels within the expanded EU, while maintaining the competitiveness of the EU feed additives and premixtures industry”, Dr. Kau said.


Dr. Kau puts his Presidency under the light of the Food Law, recognising the inextricable link between feed and food, but also acknowledging that major implementation steps await the industry. His intention is to strengthen the links with food chain stakeholders.

“Additives and premixtures are now surrounded by a consistent regulatory system, including the Feed Additives, the Feed Hygiene and the Feed and Food Regulations. This is one of the most complete and demanding systems of the entire food chain. The feed additive and premixture industry supports this move but is at the same time deeply concerned about the global competitiveness situation of the EU industry. The viability of the system is directly dependant upon the proportionality and predictability of the authorisation system”, he added.

“We also support the Feed Hygiene Regulation, which is in the industry’s view complementary to the Feed Additive Regulation, and should considerably contribute to enhanced food safety. Our industry met its responsibility in this respect by developing and implementing a system, FAMI-QS (Feed Additives and Premixtures Quality System), that fosters and supports the implementation of the Regulation for European and third world country operators. We understand that the European and National authorities, as well as our food chain partners, welcome and appreciate this responsible move. We now expect that they rapidly grant FAMI-QS the official recognition it deserves”, he concluded.
